· Personal Equipment 

· Each player must provide their own glove, batting helmet, shoes/cleats and a protective cup.  For Little League teams, it is also necessary to purchase a pair of Grey Baseball pants and a belt (navy suggested colour) (limited quantities and sizes available at the CRCA office).

· There are many rules governing the legality of bats for different ages.  If you are considering purchasing a bat for your child, please contact the steering committee for information regarding regulations.

· Volunteer Opportunities

· Crushers Baseball Steering Committee is a group of volunteers and there are positions available to make the organization run more efficiently.  As well, there is always opportunity to help coach, manage, scorekeep, count pitches, set up the field  and help out in any other way.

· Fundraising

· There is always a need to fundraise to keep registration fees low,  to ensure that the players have proper equipment and uniforms and coaches and umpires  have the proper training..  Watch for Crushers Baseball  fundraising efforts throughout the season to help out the whole Chestermere-RockyView Little League.
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· Chestermere Regional Community Association (CRCA)  offers two Baseball programs for kids:
· INSTRUCTIONAL : T-Ball (ages 4-6), Coach Pitch (ages 7-8)
· LITTLE LEAGUE:  Minors(Nationals) (ages 9-10), Majors (ages 11-12) and Juniors (ages 13-14).  

· In 2011, Chestermere- Rocky View Little League (CRVLL) was chartered and accepted into Alberta Little League District No. 3.   CRVLL is governed by the rules and regulations of Little League Baseball of Williamsport, Pennsylvania.  Your local volunteer Steering Committee works closely with the CRCA  to ensure  that our league is compliant with these rules in order for our players to enjoy safe play and have a fun, exciting season.  

· The 2011 Crushers Baseball season had   about 200 kids registered on: 5 T-Ball teams, 3 Coach Pitch Teams, 2 Minor teams, 1 Major team and 2 Junior Teams.   Langdon Prairie Dogs also had T- Ball, Coach Pitch  and 1 Minor Team 

· Little League’s goals for all players are:

· To develop sportsmanship, teamwork , responsibility, fair play and safety

· To Learn the skills, rules and strategies of Little League Baseball.

Alberta Little League District No. 3 consists of 9 additional Little Leagues in North Calgary including: Airdrie, Bow Ridge, Bow Valley, Calgary East, Centennial, Cochrane, Foothills, North West, Sunridge 

Alberta Little League District No. 8 consists of 4 Little Leagues in South Calgary including: Calgary West,  Fish Creek,  Calgary South, Rocky Mountain

· League Age: Players are generally placed according to the age that they will be on April 30th of the season year.  The following chart is provided to help determine “Little League Age”.  Players may play in a higher division if they have the physical, mental and emotional capability to do so.  Placement in a higher division requires league approval and may require a tryout.  Occasionally, players may play in a lower division if special circumstances apply.

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	 Instructional: Instructional program focuses on teaching basic baseball skills such as throwing, catching and hitting.  Emphasis put on learning of proper mechanics.  Also teaches basics of the game.  Each session will include and element of practice and instruction, with progression into actual game play for a portion of each session later in the season.  
	Little League:  This program focuses on developing: baseball skills (throwing, catching, hitting and base running), the rules of the game (follow the “Official Little League Baseball Rule Book”) and team strategies.    League games are played (with official umpires) with other Little League teams and practices will be scheduled.  League Playoffs are held to end the season.  

	Commitment: Schedule runs from May to end of June, 2 nights/week…outdoors ( indoor facilities as back up at least 1 night/week)
	Commitment: Spring Training (April) indoors 1-2 nights/week. It is recommended that all players attend for pre season instruction and evaluations to ensure creation of balanced teams.  League Play (May to end of June) Games: 2-3 nights /week, Practices: 1-2 nights/week (as scheduled by team).

	 T-Ball: is primarily for league ages 4 to 6.  A player of league age 7 but has no baseball experience may be placed in this division at the request of the parents and with league approval.  T-Ball is the first introduction to a team game and is solely about having fun.
	Minors (Nationals): is primarily for players of league age 9 or 10. A player of league age 8 who has 1 full year of Coach Pitch experience  may be placed in this division at the request of the parents and with league approval.  This level is the first introduction to “peer pitching“ and real game and positional play.   An Interleague schedule with teams from CalEast and Sunridge Little Leagues  (Involves travel to away games).  Opportunity exists to try out for “All Star” team play. (60’ bases / 46’ pitching distance)

	Coach Pitch: is primarily for players of league age 7 or 8. A player of league age 6 who has 1 full year of T-Ball experience  may be placed in this division at the request of the parents and with league approval.  Coach Pitch is the first introduction to the “rules” of baseball with adults pitching.
	Majors: is primarily for players of league age 11 or 12.  An Interlock schedule with teams from other 9 Little Leagues in District 3 (Involves travel to away games).  Opportunity exists to try out for “All Star” team play.  (60’ bases / 46’ pitching distance)

	
	Juniors: is primarily for players of league age 13 or 14.    An Interlock schedule with teams from other 9 Little Leagues in District 3 (Involves travel to away games). Opportunity exists to try out for “All Star” team play.  (90’ bases / 60’ 6” pitching distance)

	 Selection:  T-Ball and Coach Pitch players are assigned to teams by the league.  Teams are generally formed to have a mix of first and second year players.  Upon request, the league will attempt to place certain players together, but due to the complexity of forming teams, requests cannot be guaranteed to be satisfied.  
	Team Selection:  Little League playervs will be evaluated and assessed during the spring training sessions and then “drafted” to the teams by the league.  Teams are generally formed to have a mix of first year and second year players, to be equitable and competitive.  

	
	All Star Teams: for players age 9 -16 there is an opportunity for extended play in a more competitive all star-program which generally runs to end of July.  Teams are chosen based on separate try-outs in mid June.  The program is district organized, meaning that the all star teams will play other all star teams from around the city, with opportunities to progress to city level, prairie level and perhaps even to Little League World Series!!
